Projects

Parent Teacher Meetings

The parent/teacher meetings will be held during the week of 18th October to discuss your child’s progress. The group lists will be displayed on the notice board and each appointment will last 10 minutes. If you cannot make any of the appointments listed, please come and see me and I will try and arrange a mutually convenient time within that week.

Early Education Childcare Places

The fees for the Autumn term are £1,900. 
The Nursery Education Grant EECP payment will be £1,115.55 for this term. This is a larger amount due to it being the longest term. The nursery grant is subject to change each term and this amount is deducted from the nursery fees and is reflected on your invoice as additional services.

Our model for the funding offer will be up to 15 hours, plus additional services package and any additional hours. Parents must sign the terms and conditions in relation to the Nursery Education Grant before I can claim for your child.

We are required to obtain a signed declaration form from parents each term and I will give those out to those eligible at the beginning of term. We are also required to see the child’s birth certificate or passport as evidence of your child’s date of birth. Failure to return the declaration form on time will mean I cannot claim for your child.

The EECP payments will be made to us the provider at the beginning of the qualifying term after the headcount. A child is eligible for the nursery grant the term following their 3rd birthday.
